Then, when possible, we have compared 1
data for each local authority with the same data for Scotland as a whole.

This is worthwhile for two reasons. First, it provides a shapshot of how well children, youplg ped their
families are doing in terms of a variety of measures of health, education, economicbsédtusf which
contribute to their OwelleingO. No single statistic can reveal the whole story. However, the bigger picture star
to come into view \en lots of these small pieces of the puzzle are brought together.

Second, Scotland has just started down the path of a very major change in how government operates;
public policies and funding are decided; and, how public services are developédliaarced. TheConcordat
between the Scottish Government and COSLA (on behalf of the local authorities) is intended to usherinar
era of partnership between national and local govern®eiith more power and responsibility shifting to local
councils ad communities. Therefore, the statistics presented here provide Obaseline datad (that is, the nur
against which progress can be measured and compared in the years ahead) for key featurbginf) viel
children and young people in every local auitycarea.

Governments at every level make decisions daily about policies, programmes, laws and funding based u
such numbers. Newspapers, radio and television use such statistics to construct stories about children, y:
people and families. Howevene know that Othe numbersO rarely Ospeak for themselvesO. A significant che
in the numbers over time doesnOt revdnl it has happened orhat the consequences are in terms of the
lives and life chances of children and young people. That important eemrkand should, be done by many
people and groups bringing diverse perspectives and ideas to their analyses.

Thus, in considering these data, there are three questions we encourage yolstthissi:high number (when
compared to wha? What does tis statistic actually mean for children and young pe@wWhat would have to
happen for these numbers to imprave is important that these statistics are widely known, investigated and
understood. By doing so, we all can be vielbrmed as we developpmions, make decisions and take actions
that affect the lives of children and young people across each local authority and throughout Scotland.
